 Texture (appropriate for the type of cookie, brownie or bar) 25 points 

 Inside Characteristics (even grain, evenly baked, free of air pockets) 20 points 

 Outside Characteristics (uniform size, shape, appearance; overall appeal)  15 points 

 Creativity 10 points 
 
First Place Winner is eligible for the 2009 PA Farm Show competition.  Prizes for 
PA State Hershey Baking Chip, Cookie, Brownie and Bar Winners:  1st - $250, 
2nd - $100, 3rd - $50.
